This congress was held in Middle East for the first time
and was organized by Hematology-Oncology and Stem
Cell Research Center of Tehran University of Medical
Sciences with help of APFOCC, Iranian Hematology-
Oncology  Association, Iranian Bone Mammow
Transplantation Association and under auspice of the
UICC. It was a smoke fiee event and advertised in the city
some warnings about risk of cigarette smoking for cancers.

The scientific program was designed to cover all aspects
of cancer including epidemiology, prevention, genetic and
immunology and treatment of cancer and for the first time
nursing topics in different aspects of cancer were included.
Palliative care of caner patients and social gatherings for
attendees in congress were satellite programs of this
meeting.
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Unfortunately some invited speakers canceled their trip
to Tehran, but in total more than 1,100 scientists,
physicians, nurses and other medical workers from 28
different countries, Iran, Japan, South Korea, Malaysia,
Indonesia, Australia, China, India, Pakistan, Tajikistan,
Russia, Nepal, Bangladesh, Bahrain, United Arab Emirate,
Saudi Arabia, Iraq, Lebanon, Egypt, Serbia, Germany,
Austria, Turkey, France, Finland, UK, USA and
Switzerland, came together to this 19* APCC.

The Local Organizing Committee received 300 original
abstracts for physician sessions and 80 abstracts for nurse
sessions. For oral presentation 80 abstracts were selected
and the other 180 were presented at the posters sessions.
All of the accepted abstracts were published as a
supplement of International Journal of Hematology,
Cncology and BMT (UHOBMT). All the scientific
program can be found in website of the congress:

The
recipients will be decided by the local APCC
Organizing Committee; Five Korean scholars: 800
~ 1,000 US$ each junior scholar. The recipients
will be decided by the Korean Cancer Association.
